Auditions:
Attend either the Tuesday, January 17 OR Wednesday, January 18 auditions. Sing a verse and a chorus from a song of your choice, which best shows off your voice. (Audition songs MUST be from a Broadway musical, Disney cartoon or church song; No pop versions) Be prepared to learn and perform a short dance routine. Wear clothes and shoes appropriate for dancing. You must complete both parts of the audition.
Callbacks:
Students on callback list need to pick up a copy of the callback song in the auditorium. Sing the callback song and be prepared to perform the audition dance combination. Callbacks will be on Wednesday, January 25.
Rehearsals:
You must be able to attend rehearsals in order to participate in this production. Rehearsals are every other Wednesday, every other Sunday and every other Tuesday beginning January 29. Specific rehearsal dates can be seen at hartsacademy.org under Performing Arts, Audition Information. Missed rehearsals will result in you being dropped from the show. You must call if you are going to be late.
